18d.  Statement from LKC:   This past Friday, very late in the day, the federal judge finally issued his decision in the case of Louisville Kennel Club, et al vs. Metro Government.
              The final ruling ran to over 20 pages and will have sweeping impact on a national level as well as here in Louisville, which was always part of our strategy. Below is the notice from LKC President, Donna Herzig, which clarifies some of the decision:
      "This is a great decision. Judge Simpson found that the determination between altered and unaltered dogs is without merit and therefore the requirement of inspection of enclosures for unaltered dogs by Animal Control is unconstitutional.   "He additionally found that dogs are personal property [under the 14th Amendment to the US Constititution] , and the requirement of a seizure bond (where you must post a bond upon a showing of probable cause and if you cannot post the bond your animals become the property of the state, city etc.)is unconstitutional and a finding of guilt must occur before a court can take your property.
     "The judge issued an injunction prohibiting the city from enforcing these provisions.
     "With respect to the Fourth Amendment issue, the Court dismissed it because the city agreed with us. However, the Court spent a lot of time discussing the Fourth Amendment and stated that notwithstanding the ordinance seeming to allow for seizure without a warrant for tethering violations, for some cruelty issues and for any violation of the ordinance (a provision used by Meloche to seize animals for violations of his alleged Class A requirements) the Court reasoned that no ordinance provision nullifies a warrant requirement so as to those seizures LMAS must obtain a warrant prior to seizure.   "Moreover, while the Court did not strike down many of the definitions, it could have just left it at that. Instead the Court went point by point and clarified the statute as to what was permissible and what wasn't .
     "Notwithstanding the story in the Courier Journal--I am not sure that they read the same opinion--we had a major victory on the issues that matter on a national basis.   "While Judge Simpson did not deal with the state issue, the veterinary issue which was the most important one, was addressed by a recent change in the state law which makes veterinary records confidential and does not permit release of them unless a court order is issued or the owner gives consent in writing.
      "Since we prevailed on our Sec. 1983 issues, we will file next week for attorney's fees which are mandatory under the statute. We are hopeful that we will receive a substantial reimbursement. "
       A big 'Thank you!' to every individual and every club that donated to our legal fund. This has been a great victory on the most substantive issues possible, and opens the door to citizens everywhere being able to sue for damages against similar ordinances.      --Barbara Haines”

The Department provides no specific justification for these recommendations.  While they speak narratively of their need to step in and remove animals, they give no statistics on the number of kennel inspections they do and the percentage that are passed.  As the current 'protectors' of animals in these board and care facilities, it is hard to understand how the situation can call for renewal one day and seizing of animals thereafter.

     1.We do not believe our constant presence in Sacramento is particularly necessary. Better that we choose our time judiciously, and focus on forging relationships and coordinating efforts at the local level, both of which are vitally important keys to our success.
     2. Judie Mancuso is probably the most vocal and prominent of those in support of restrictive laws directed at our pets.  She is no t a legislator any more than we are, and while we don’t condone rudeness, we also see no purpose in giving her credibility by dealing with her in any way.  She is a member of the public, as are we all. 
     3.      4. And finally, an issue of utmost importance.  There is an abundance of laws already on the books that deal with all levels of animal problems:  cruelty, off leash and roaming dogs, excessive barking, et al.  These laws, combined with education, low cost clinics, TNR, and other methods, have resulted in a 70-80%20decline in euthanasia over the past two or three decades, despite a considerable rise in the human population. The vast majority of owners of both cats and dogs already spay or neuter their pets as a matter of course.  
    Furthermore, contrary to popular opinion, we DO NOT HAVE a dog overpopulation crisis.  In fact, the opposite is true. Dogs are transferred from one shelter to another, puppies are smuggled in from Mexico and imported from China, Romania, and several third world countries by the thousands. All to fill the demand caused by a shortage of available dogs. Unfortunately, with the recent introduction of so much anti-pet legislation, we are seeing all the work and success of the past thirty years being destroyed. 
       We believe in the expression, “If it ain’t broke, don’t fix it.”  Therefore, the single, firm, immutable stance of CFODC and PetPac, together with the vast majority of California’s pet owners, is that there will be NO negotiation, NO compromises and most of all, NO discussion of proposed legislation.  Ever.  
     We suggest that our legislators focus their attention on issues that matter, not issues that don’t exist.
      Because we are all volunteers and because all donations go directly to our fight, we tend to be less visible than most, but we hope that the above resolves any confusion that may have been circulating.  And of course, we are always available to answer questions.

Please attend Board of Supervisors Meeting on Tuesday, November 03, 2009, 9:30am, 105 East Anapamu St., Santa Barbara.    “Mandatory spay-neuter for all dogs and cats six months of age or older will be voted on by the Santa Barbara County Board of Supervisors on November 3, 2009.  
          Before the Board will be a draft ordinance created by the “Spay Neuter Action Program” Task Force appointed by the Supervisors after mandatory spay-neuter was defeated on May 6, 2008.  Although the Board of Supervisors intended the Task Force to study the issue of shelter population and irresponsible pet ownership, from the beginning the Task Force was narrowly divided and biased in favor of mandatory spay-neuter.  
          Task Force Chair Ron Faoro, DVM, was a vocal advocate for the defeated AB 1634 and the pending SB 250.  Consistent with his bias, Dr. Faoro insisted that the only objective of the Task Force was to draft a mandatory spay-neuter ordinance.  He actively blocked dissent, tried to prevent minority task force members and the public from any input, barred speakers with points of view other than his own, and rammed through a mandatory spay-neuter ordinance with only one exemption – a “veterinary certificate” that makes a veterinarian the only person who can decide whether a dog may be kept intact.
          The minority consistently attempted to explore the nature of the problem, but was never permitted to put this issue on the Task Force agenda.  Facts clearly show that Santa Barbara County Animal Services has a good track record of working with volunteer animal welfare groups, has a low shelter population per capita, and a low euthanasia rate.  The Santa Barbara shelter has been “no-kill” for over 12 years according to the Director of Animal Services Jan Glick.  Dr. Faoro refused to allow speakers to discuss these facts.
          The minority attempted to explore alternative proposals to mandatory spay-neuter, however, Dr. Faoro did his best to block all discussion of this topic.  The Task Force majority blocked a presentation by Bill Bruce of Calgary, Canada, on Calgary’s very successful program. The minority members of the Task Force were forced to arrange a separate presentation by Mr. Bruce, a program that was publicized with all private efforts, including assistance from the Channel City Kennel Club, the Santa Barbara Kennel Club, CaRPOC, CDOC as well as donations from private individuals.
          The proposed ordinance passed on a six to five vote, with Dr. Faoro breaking the five to five tie.  The only exemption to mandatory spay-neuter by six months of age is a “veterinary certificate” attesting that a veterinarian concludes that it is in the best interests of the dog/cat and owner to allow the animal to remain intact.  The “veterinary certificate” must be obtained every time an animal is licensed or the license is renewed.  If a dog is found running at large three times, the exemption would be revoked.  
          Although Dr. Faoro, a veterinarian, has a clear conflict of interest, it was he who made the motion to eliminate all other exemptions, and to permit only the veterinary exemption.  The proposed ordinance will eliminate owners’ rights, put arbitrary power in the hands of veterinarians, and impose a significant financial burden on pet owners”

I think we do need to keep in mind that the current Animal Control operation has not been difficult to deal with and are quite reasonable most of the time.  We need to be respectful, realistic and clear in what we are asking and why.  We had a situation in our neighborhood where, due to prejudice, one family was being harassed about their dogs.  They turned them in to A/C three times, claiming the dogs were not cared for.  A/C came out twice and felt the dogs were quite well cared for.  The third complaint was met with a warning that the complainant could face charges for false reports. “

   9.   Marion County:  “ Last Sunday, 2 Collies and an Aussie were accused of killing a cat. A Marion County Animal Control officer came to the dog owner's home and without a warrant took a 70 year old handicapped widow's dogs from her, to be held on a "dangerous dog" charge, based on a complaint filed by a neighbor. This woman lives on Social Security and has few if any financial resources to fight for her beloved animals.
           Was the cat killed by these 3 well mannered, friendly, obedience trained dogs? Highly unlikely, as no Veterinarian had the opportunity to examine the cat to determine the cause of death...we will never know. But here in Marion County, Florida, you can be bullied by rude and arrogant Animal Control officers and your animal is guilty until proved innocent. How can the dogs be proved innocent when there is no proof that they were responsible for the cat's death?? NO MATTER...in this county they can confiscate your dogs and hold them for up to 21 days, during which time you can choose from the following actions...euthanize the dogs...agree to pay a "dangerous dog" fee of $500 per dog annually, or request a hearing which is not conducted in front of a judge and abide by their decision as to the disposition of your dogs.
        There should be laws to protect people from dangerous animals, but in this county and the state the laws are worded so that anyone, a disgruntled neighbor, perhaps, or someone who just doesn't like dogs, can file a complaint without proof and the burden is on the accused to defend against the accusation.  The State of Florida and Marion County need to review the current law and not treat an animal who may or may not have attacked another animal in the same manner as one who has attacked and injured or killed a human being. Also, our Marion County Animal control officers may need some sensitivity training, so as not to treat the citizens of the county as though we were residing in a fascist society.
           The owner of the dogs would like to get them out of the pound and have them taken to a boarding facility so that she can visit them as Animal Control will not allow her any access to her dogs until the situation is resolved. She does not have the money to pay for this or the lawyer to fight for her beloved dogs.

“Dr. Ernst called the meeting to order at 9:15 am.
Dr. Ernst asked the public to hold questions and comments unless directed to speak from a member of the Task Force.
            Approval of last month's minutes. Jordan Matyas (HSUS) commented that there was an inaccuracy that he stated a foster home should be inspected by Dept. of Agriculture. He stated that a foster home should be inspected by the licensed records-only- shelter. Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) asked that the inclusion of Senator Kotowski's comment to Dr. Smith that since the hound master isn't selling dogs he doesn't need to comply with breeder licensing.
             Ron Berning (Pet Store Rep) made comments about the proponents' definition of sale. He read Webster's definition, and said the shelters and Rescue organizations shouldn't be the only ones allowed to use the word adoption. In adoptions at shelters – an exchange of money is still taking place and by definition is a sale. Dr. Ernst called for Webster's definition to be added into the notes. 
Motion to accept the minutes from Cori Menkin (ASPCA). 

Public Testimony
            Jennifer Cifaldi , Asst. Attorney from Adams County – Ms. Cifaldi spoke about problems that she had prosecuting a substandard pet store – Pet Depot. Authorities had difficulty determining the health of the dogs. Need to find a better way to let customers know where the dogs came from. Owner of pet store purchased her dogs from 24 breeders in Missouri and had her dogs vetted by a vet in Missouri. She suggests that pet store owners must use a licensed Illinois vet.
She stated that pet stores need more regular inspections. Since inspections are announced in advance – it gives the owners an opportunity to clean things up. Another problem case was a woman licensed as a shelter but was really a hoarder. She kept 84 animals in her home. Ms. Cifaldi stated that inspections should be unannounced. She stated that they used local law enforcement to remove the animals when they couldn't get a timely response from Department of Ag.
              Rep Reis asked Ms. Cifaldi if she could compare her experience with meth lab problems to puppy mill problems. Ms. Cifaldi stated that puppy mills aren't a problem in Adams County. Senator Althoff asked that any specific suggestions she had to improve the law be given to the Task Force. Ron Berning (Pet Store Rep) stated that for 23 years his inspections have been unannounced and that pet stores are to have a vet that works closely with the pet store. Michele Kasten(Hobby Breeder Rep) asked Ms. Cifaldi if the law worked in this case but it was just the length of time it took that was unacceptable.
             Michele Smith, Rescue Chair Chicago Miniature Schnauzer Club – Ms. Smith testified that proposed increase in licensing fees would be an increase of 300% to rescue groups and 60% for Foster homes- these increased fees will greatly impact the ability of Rescue and Foster Homes to do their jobs. Foster homes are important as they teach dogs the social skills necessary to live in a home environment. An increase in fees will cause there to be fewer Foster homes available placing additional burden on government agencies.
             Sheila Goffe, AKC Director of Government Relations – AKC is a 125 year old not for profit organization dedicated to promoting and educating responsible dog ownership, advocating for dogs as a family companion and advancing canine health and well-being. It is the only registry that has an inspection program to ensure standards of care and conditions are upheld and records are maintained carefully and accurately. There are 188 kennels clubs in Illinois. 36.7 million dollars is generated annually in Illinois from spending on purebred dogs. If every adoptable dog in a shelter were adopted today there would still be a significant demand for puppies. Do we want to encourage good breeding practices from expert breeders or do we want to enact onerous laws that drive breeding underground or make it necessary to import dogs from other countries. AKC inspects all breeders who have 7 litters per year and randomly inspect anyone that has 4-6 litters per year. They partner with breeders to help improve the quality of care. The AKC contacts the authorities if there is any obvious negligence or cruelty. Breeders are the experts. Engineering standards for housing and temperature control need to be breed specific. – there is no one size fits all. Ms. Goffe stated that the term commercial breeder relates to commerce – if the purpose is to regulate breeding it should be based on the number of puppies sold, not the number of dogs owned. Ms. Goffe provided packets of information regarding the resources available to prospective dog owners, breeders, dog clubs etc. She stated that the AKC would be happy to partner with Dept. of Ag to assist in drafting a Responsible Pet Owners Guide.
             Therese Davis, Warrenville IL -Ms Davis testified that she spent time researching pet stores, puppy mills and hobby breeders. She stated that in her research all dog owners said they would like more information up front when looking to purchase a dog. Most said that they would adopt their next dog from a shelter. She doesn't understand why responsible breeders aren't supporting this bill. She relayed a story about a young girl who bought a dog at a pet store, was unable to keep the dog, tried to return it but was told by the pet store that they would end up euthanizing the dog. It ended up with a neighbor – the dog was aggressive and the owner was told that there was no way to ensure the dog wouldn't harm someone and the dog was ultimately put down. She stated that the Pet Store should have been more responsible in selling the dog to the girl.
             Beverly Lamont,- Retired Racing Greyhound rescue group. She stated that she did not want increased fees for rescues. The increases should be applied to those making a profit from the sales of dogs. Do not hold shelters, animal control and rescue to the same disclosure standards. Breeders, pet stores and puppy mills should be held to the same standards to get dogs back and not allowed to euthanize one that is returned.
            Michael Maddox, PIJAC- Mr. Maddox commented that we are working on a moving target. PIJAC proposes that any new revisions come from national law, and should be based on scientific data. Care standards should be practical and reasonable. PIJAC recommends a hobby license and a commercial license. They would recommend that a hobby breeder is anyone who has 26 or fewer intact females for the purpose of breeding. PIJAC endorses "all information should be given at time of sale". PIJAC strongly endorses due process language contained in the original AWA and that no exemptions should be made (referring to shelters) on quality of care.
            Ida McCarthy, Lombard IL. – Ms. McCarthy stated that consumers deserve to know where the dogs for sale came from. We need to educate the consumers. Pet stores should be required to disclose where the dogs came from. She also wants pet stores to give the name of a breeder and that the buyer should be able to see the sire and dam. She stated that animal rights people are also responsible breeders.
              Deb Shanks – Ms Shanks testified to her practices as an AKC Breeder regarding consumer education. Deb highlighted the information she includes with each and every puppy sale. Ms. Shanks has been a licensed kennel for 20 years and has always had unannounced inspections – only once did she get disclosure that an inspector was coming and that was 15 minutes in advance of his visit.
             Jane Moody – Ms Moody outlined AKC requirements for breeders, forms outlining inspections, DNA requirements, disclosure requirements, etc. Ms. Moody passed around samples of all the paperwork required of an AKC licensed breeder
              Susan Phares – Ms. Phares testified that she has been Illinois Dept. Ag licensed kennel for 40 years and an active member of many Illinois and National dog clubs. She stated that hobby breeders strive to produce exceptional animals and invest in our future by performing stringent health screenings and involving ourselves in research to improve our animals' health and welfare. Ms. Phares went on to describe a Beagle puppy she produced that had a disorder Musladin-Leuke Syndrome. Her donation of the puppy's DNA material allowed researchers to not only develop a genetic test so that Beagle breeders and owners have a tool to ensure that no Beagle is born with this devastating disorder, but the research done on her puppy also held the genetic key to unlock the mysteries of 4 types of fatal children's neuromuscular disorders. 
              Darcy Howen, Owner of Petland for 20 years – Mr. Howen stated that there is no definition of a puppymill and that it is a perjorative term. He said he has unannounced inspections from both Dept. of Ag and AKC. He stated that Illinois already has comprehensive laws requiring disclosure at the time of sale and would ask that the Task Force continue with current law. He spends 3-4 weeks per year inspecting the breeders he buys his puppies from for his store.
               Margo Milde, Legislative Liaison Rand Park Dog Training Club, AKC Legislative Liaison for the Agility Ability Club and Field Spaniel Club of America 
             – Ms. Milde testified that the clubs she represents are concerned with the proposed revisions regarding license suspension, revocation or relinquishment of a license and the fact that a licensee would only have two weeks from the date to surrender all of his dogs to a shelter or an Illinois licensed facility – or to other persons or facilities the Dept of Ag would agree too. Ms Milde testified that if the licensee has proven through inspections that he is providing appropriate care, then he shouldn't be forced to dispose of his dogs only through licensed shelters or kennels. Often times breeders keep their dogs when they are no longer used in a breeding program, maintaining them in comfort throughout their natural lives even when they become very old or ill. It would be extremely difficult to find homes for these dogs on such a short notice and no doubt many would end up in municipal shelters where they would be euthanized. 
              Alison Posner, President of Illinois Cocker Rescue – Ms. Posner testified that rescue groups take unwanted animals from private individuals, animal shelters, animal control facilities and/or commercial breeding facilities and help these animals become adoptable. Rescue relies heavily on volunteers operating with limited budgets. Foster homes are the key to rescuing many animals and allow them to be fostered out into homes where they can become housetrained, well-socialized family pets. Ms Posner testified that most rescue groups provide the adopter all requisite information at the time of adoption. It would be an undue burden to list all the disclosure items as prescribed in proposed language for posting dogs for adoption/sale on the internet. Ms. Posner stated in a Foster home it would be impossible to hang disclosure information on cages. Under the proposed definition of "adoption" it states: an adoption can only occur at a licensed shelter or animal control facility. This means that rescue groups will no longer be permitted to adopt animals from off-site locations. Ms Posner stated that the proposed increase in licensing fees for rescue and foster homes will unduly impact many rescue groups as they will have less funds to spend on the care of animals. 
             Dr. Deneice Van Hook, Veterinarian, Colonel (ret) U.S. Air Force in charge of all Air Force Veterinary Medical Operations, and a Dog Breeder – Dr. Van Hook testified she is active in all facets of dog activities including conformation, agility, obedience, rally, earthdog and hunting trials and has been an obedience trainer for the past 30 years. Dr Van Hook testified that the first rule of veterinary medicine is to do no harm.
Dr. Van Hook said that the proposed draft states that if a person is found in violation, the animals at a shelter, kennel, or breeding facility will be relinquished and only released to another licensed agency. This does not provide for animals that are owned or co-owned by other individuals who have a contractual and/or legal right to have these animals. She suggests that any animals that are subject to confiscation should first and foremost be returned to their legal owners or co-owners. She stated that this legislation should require meticulous tracking of all confiscated animals so that their whereabouts are never in question and they can easily be retrieved when a rightful owner presents to pick up their loved pet. In regards to proposed housing, flooring, food, and temperature requirements, Dr. Van Hook stated that a one size fits all approach will not work. Dr. Van Hook asked that when crafting legislation that we do no harm.
             Patti Struefert, Labrador Breeder – Ms Struefert testified that she breeds Labradors and has donated many as service dogs. One service dog she donated to a couple who is involved in Rescue. They had been looking for an appropriate shelter dog to train for service work but had been unable to find one with the correct temperament for that type of work. Because of the type of socialization required of puppies bound for service work it is important to raise puppies in a home setting – not in a kennel environment. Ms. Struefert testified that because of the ongoing health tests that must be performed at various ages before a dog is bred, she must keep many more dogs than she will ever end up breeding because she only breeds her best dogs.
               Chris Walkowicz – Ms. Walkowicz outlined all the things that good dog breeders do to educate the consumer. She stated there is no reason a concerned pet owner cannot find the resources to educate themselves how to be a responsible pet owner. All prospective owners should take advantage of the resources dog breeders provide to a community.
             Cathy Dunham, cat breeder and rescuer – Ms. Dunham testified that she has watched with alarm the increasing mention of cats in the ongoing Task Force. She was a licensed cattery but currently is not. She asked that all discussion regarding cats be ceased in the Task Force unless and until a cat representative is seated on the Task Force. If additional fee, disclosure requirements etc. are required there will be fewer people willing to foster when Rescue is already strapped for foster homes. Ms. Dunham stated that attaching arbitrary number limits are meaningless when some homes might be able to well care for 20 animals – and other homes may not be able to care for two. Ms. Dunham stated that the most accurate and appropriate means to address substandard operations is consumer complaint driven. She stated the vast majority of dog breeders are responsible though the large fundraising groups would have us believe otherwise. She stated that the proposed disclosure requirements and documentation are nothing more than an attempt to drive breeders out of existence. 
             Janie Jenkins, Illinois French Bull Dog Rescue – Testified to the need for stricter laws regarding disclosure for Pet Stores. She stated that responsible breeders have no problems with these proposals. She advocates full disclosure by pet stores as suggested by HSUS.
              Jane Moody, for Paul Moody, Licensed boarding kennel, and breeder. She congratulated her inspector on his hard work. She testified that they have been paying $25.00 for an all-inclusive license. They have no problem with a reasonable increase in fees. The fees recommended would be an 800% increase. A kennel license should be an "umbrella" that should also cover daycare. Multiple license requirements will drive out small hobby breeders. All kennels should be inspected and the same rules applied, regardless of affiliation. Funds generated by the additional licensing should not go into general fund but should go into a fund for Dept. of Ag. inspections. Ms. Moody testified that current laws are working as evidenced by the innumerable arrests and cleanups of dog fighting rings and substandard kennels – all without the need for additional laws or consumer protections.
                Sarah Dobyns, Volunteer - Ms. Dobyns asked who can be called an adopter? She outlined the requirements that her shelter requires when adopting out a dog. She works with A Caring Place.   She testified it is difficult to raise the funds necessary to stay afloat. 
               Bob Yarnell, President of American Canine Association – Mr. Yarnell asks for uniform requirements for all kennels. All kennels should have an attending veterinarian. Each breed of dog has different standards of care and a licensed veterinarian is best trained to determine the needs of each dog. The proposed fees are too burdensome.
              Jim Machiejewski, owner of Petland in Chicago, Illinois. – Mr Machiejewski testified that he has been inspected numerous times by IL Dept. of Ag. and AKC and it is always unannounced. He stated that he is inspected every day by the public. A blanket statement that all pet stores do this….or all pet stores do that isn't true. He stated that he does do adoptions out of his store. He said that rarely does a consumer tell them the true reason why they are returning a puppy and related a humorous story illustrating his point. Not all pet stores are sub standard and the bad ones should be put out of business. The proposed legislation will put both good and bad pet stores out of business.
              Jeff Wiehe, Business consultant from Petland - Mr. Wiehle testified their mission is to match the correct puppy to the correct buyer. He also stated that we should not dictate to IDOA, that it will dilute their efficiency.
               Dorothy Christiansen - Breeder of Shetland Sheepdogs for 40 years. As National co-ordinator For Shetland Sheepdog Rescue, her group has rescued over 250 Shetland Sheepdogs this year. She spoke about the CHIC program.
              Vera Mansfield - Hound Hunter - Under the Department of Ag's proposal. Current laws are adequate but need to be funded to be effective.
              Mary Tiefenbrunn, Executive Director of Champaign County Animal Shelter – Ms. Tiefenbrunn stated there have been some suggestions made that all housing requirements should be the same, but a shelter may keep an animal 2 weeks and a breeding facility keeps a breeding female for 15 years. We are not just talking about pets to fill a demand but about an addition to a family. She stated that pet stores are misleading the public about the origins of the animal. Standards for pet stores, breeders and shelters should not be the same. Reputable breeders make the case for more regulations for commercial breeders. Puppies are not livestock and should not be treated that way. She stated that the pet stores routinely tell buyers that the puppies are from breeders who are as reputable as show breeders. Large scale breeding facilities are inhumane.
               Jean Fisher, Certified Vet Tech, Past superintendent of 4-H dog club – Ms. Fisher testified that she does dog therapy work with the elderly and children. She has been a vet tech for 2 decades at the University of Illinois. In that position she has learned to seek information through published factual reports and not led by emotional evidence. Most State legislators have very little knowledge about animal care/husbandry. She asked that when formulating animal legislation we look to factual scientific evidence and not emotional evidence.
                   Elaine Shaw, Small breeder that volunteers for a local shelter.- Ms. Shaw commended the volunteers and responsible breeders. She stated that no one has addressed the dogs that spend their entire lives in cages. 
               Jane McBride - President of Illinois Humane. She has been a humane investigator for 11 years. We need better defined standards for them to do their job. She asked the Task Force members to widen the scope of agencies that are able to assist. She had a situation where a licensed Dept. of Ag facility that had dogs in a trailer where the ammonia build up caused human health issues.

This ended the public testimony portion of the Task Force Meeting.

                Dr. Ernst asked that we discuss proposals that have been made by various members of the Task Force.
               Pet Lemon Law – The main premise of the law is to try to drive changes in a way that doesn't require onerous licensing by using consumer based methods. Dr. Ernst asked the Task Force whether they should include it in the AWA. Jordan Matyas (HSUS) suggested that the Puppy Lemon Law should be tabled since he feels it is a separate matter. He offered to work on a draft of the Puppy Lemon Law.
Michele Kasten, (Hobby Breeder Rep), stated that since the Puppy Lemon law does include information about the AWA that the two pieces of legislation should be considered simultaneously, so as not to contradict each other.
               Ron Berning (Pet Store Rep) asked for a definition of a puppymill. Cori Menkin (ASPCA) stated the ASPCA's definition of a puppymill is a breeder where profit is the motivating factor.
               Jordan Matyas (HSUS) asked that cage standards be talked about immediately.
                Senator Althoff said that she and Senator Katowski would look at the Puppy Lemon Law.   She stated they have gathered significant data from Dept. of Ag and will have a report for the next meeting. She recommended that we take up care and conditions at the next meeting.

Dr. Ernst stated that we also need to determine if we have a problem with puppymills in Illinois.
             Senator Kotowski stated that he wants to hear from The Dept. of Ag as they are the ones charged with enforcement. 
            Michele Kasten (Hobby Breeder Rep) asked that the small hobby breeders be included in all puppy lemon law discussion.
            Erika Walsh (Rescue Rep) suggested that a hobby breeder be defined by the AKC's definition as someone who sells 50 puppies per year.
              Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) stated that we don't want numbers period because it doesn't matter - next year HSUS will be back trying to lower those limits. One of their national representatives stated this at a recent training meeting.
          Both Jordan Matyas (HSUS) and Cori Menkin (ASPCA) denied that they had ever heard the report Mary Jo referred to regarding the HSUS Training Representative Patrick Kwan and his statement to just pass any number and we will come back and lower the number.
Jordan Matyas (HSUS) gave his word that it was not his intent to come back and change numbers, but he wants to address standards of care

Proposed Revocation of License.
              Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) commented that the language that was submitted was the same as in HB198/SB53 and that we had been told we weren't working from HB198/SB53. She read from a list of statements/question s written by the President of the Brittany Spaniel club regarding the proposed "Revocation of License " language.
              Sally Westerhof (Shelter Rep) asked that we amend the AWA so that no animal can be sold younger than 8 weeks of age by anyone, not just licensed breeders. Michele Kasten (Hobby Breeder Rep) stated that adding more laws are not going to change what an unlicensed breeder does, it is important to educate the public. Adding more duties to the already overburdened Dept of Ag inspectors will only divert them away from more serious infractions. Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) stated that the people she had spoken with were sick and tired of more laws. Much discussion ensued. Senator Kotowski stated that this 8 week rule seemed like a reasonable request – especially since hobby breeders already abide by this practice and 8 weeks is the age that veterinary medicine acknowledges as an acceptable transfer age. Senator Kotowski counseled Mary Jo to be cautious regarding her objection to this point.

Dr. Ernst announced that at the next meeting we are going to discuss standards of care. It will be October 20th The meeting adjourned at 1:14 p.m.”

              The final ruling ran to over 20 pages and will have sweeping impact on a national level as well as here in Louisville, which was always part of our strategy. Below is the notice from LKC President, Donna Herzig, which clarifies some of the decision:
      "This is a great decision. Judge Simpson found that the determination between altered and unaltered dogs is without merit and therefore the requirement of inspection of enclosures for unaltered dogs by Animal Control is unconstitutional.   "He additionally found that dogs are personal property [under the 14th Amendment to the US Constititution] , and the requirement of a seizure bond (where you must post a bond upon a showing of probable cause and if you cannot post the bond your animals become the property of the state, city etc.)is unconstitutional and a finding of guilt must occur before a court can take your property.
     "The judge issued an injunction prohibiting the city from enforcing these provisions.
     "With respect to the Fourth Amendment issue, the Court dismissed it because the city agreed with us. However, the Court spent a lot of time discussing the Fourth Amendment and stated that notwithstanding the ordinance seeming to allow for seizure without a warrant for tethering violations, for some cruelty issues and for any violation of the ordinance (a provision used by Meloche to seize animals for violations of his alleged Class A requirements) the Court reasoned that no ordinance provision nullifies a warrant requirement so as to those seizures LMAS must obtain a warrant prior to seizure.   "Moreover, while the Court did not strike down many of the definitions, it could have just left it at that. Instead the Court went point by point and clarified the statute as to what was permissible and what wasn't .
     "Notwithstanding the story in the Courier Journal--I am not sure that they read the same opinion--we had a major victory on the issues that matter on a national basis.   "While Judge Simpson did not deal with the state issue, the veterinary issue which was the most important one, was addressed by a recent change in the state law which makes veterinary records confidential and does not permit release of them unless a court order is issued or the owner gives consent in writing.
      "Since we prevailed on our Sec. 1983 issues, we will file next week for attorney's fees which are mandatory under the statute. We are hopeful that we will receive a substantial reimbursement. "
       A big 'Thank you!' to every individual and every club that donated to our legal fund. This has been a great victory on the most substantive issues possible, and opens the door to citizens everywhere being able to sue for damages against similar ordinances.      --Barbara Haines”

about spending money to bring their kennels up to the standards in the bill. Never mind that the Amish have large families living together or that they take pride in their homes. A woman who identified herself as a tax expert told the committee that she did a chart about the loss of revenue from commercial breeders who take only cash to avoid paying taxes, but she based her work on the assumption that there are 9000 commercial kennels in Ohio. In answer to a question from a committee member, she stated that the vast majority of commercial breeders are tax cheats.
          Other proponents included a couple of women who do rescue, a dog warden involved in a substandard kennel case, a humane agent from Perry County who has testified before, and Bob Baker, a roving kennel 'investigator' who now works for ASPCA but has also worked for HSUS and an anti-farm animal rights group.
          Opponents were OVDO, the Ohio Association of Animal Owners, the Ohio Professional Dog Breeders Assoc., the dog wardens assoc., collie breeder Marcy Fine, and AKC judge and Cavalier breeder Meredith Johnson Snyder.
